Severe weather warning for Kivallig and Qikigtaaluk

Across Kivallig and Qikiqtaaluk regions 60 sec

Environment Canada is forecasting very strong winds across the eastern Kivalliq and in
Qikigtaaluk communities, leading to widespread blizzard and whiteout conditions
beginning on Tuesday, January 7.

e Have a flashlight and first aid kit on hand.
e Secure any loose materials in your yard to prevent flying debris.
