It brings the victims,
offenders and community together to meet the needs of victims, hold
offenders accountable and address the root causes of crime.

Nunavut communities. They also ensure that crime is addressed in a
culturally appropriate and relevant manner by integrating Inuit societal
values and Inuit Qaujimajatugangit (1Q).
