Food Recalls due to Salmonella

The Department of Health is warning about a food recall issued by the Canadian Food 

Inspection Agency (CFIA) due to possible Salmonella contamination on the following 

products: 

 

Pepperidge Farm brand Goldfish Xtreme Cheddar Crackers - Certain 69g and 180g 
packages are recalled.

A complete list of all recalled products, product codes and 

best before dates are on the CFIA website at https://bit.ly/2uDrHFb  

 

Recalled products should be thrown out or returned to the location where they were 

purchased. 

 

Food contaminated with Salmonella may not look or smell spoiled but can still cause 

sickness. Short-term symptoms can include fever, headache, vomiting, nausea, 

abdominal cramps and diarrhea.
