Participants have the opportunity to win cash prizes:  $5,000 for 1st prize, $2,500 for 2nd prize, 

and $1,500 for 3rd prize. Winning submissions will be recorded professionally and a compilation 

album will be distributed in February 2020, during Uqausirmut Quviasuutiqarniq, Nunavut’s 

annual celebration of Inuktut and Inuit culture.
