Are you a student needing an official student transcript to apply to post-secondary
studies?

Student transcripts are available from the Student Records office, free of charge, to all
current Nunavut high school students and post-secondary students. Transcripts include
all secondary courses completed in Nunavut or Nunavut equivalencies resulting from
the evaluation of out-of-territory documents.

Any student requesting a copy of their transcript must:

1. Complete the Request for Transcript form in full to avoid delays in processing or
a request for a resubmission.
2. Allow a minimum of 10 business days for processing.
