She has 

also worked on validating Inuktut language models which allow Inuktitut and 

Inuinnaqtun to be used in the Microsoft Translator.  

In the upcoming weeks, Jeela Palluq-Cloutier will be presented with an inscribed 

medallion, certificate, and bursary by Premier Akeeagok.
