Property tax relief for senior citizens and people with
disabilities

Nunavut-wide 45 sec

The Government of Nunavut is committed to helping senior citizens and people with
disabilities manage property taxes. If you are 65 years or older, or have disabilities, you
might be eligible for the Senior Citizens and People with Disabilities Tax Relief program.

To be eligible for this tax relief program, you must:

* Have a disability or be 65 years or older.
» Be the owner or part owner of the property.
* Be an occupant of the property for at least 184 days in a year.
