Community and Government Services (CGS) would like to bring attention to a malicious
email phishing scam circulating that fraudulently impersonates Premier Akeeagok's
official communications, attempting to seeks assistance from individuals.

The protection of our information is everyone’s responsibility. We need to ensure our
data is protected and we are following security best practices. Please ensure you are
using multifactor authentication (YubiKey or Microsoft Authenticator), as well as taking
the following into consideration:

e Verifying the sender.

e Being cautious with personal information.
e Double-checking requests.

e Looking for red flags.

e Reporting all suspicious emails.
