Minimum wage increase

Start Date: December 14, 2023
End Date: January 1, 2024
Nunavut-wide 45 sec

The Department of Justice reminds Nunavummiut that, in accordance with the
announcement made on November 6, 2023, the territory’s minimum wage will increase
from $16.00 to $19.00 per hour effective January 1, 2024.

The increase follows a comprehensive survey and consultations with businesses and
employees during the summer of 2023.

At $19.00 per hour, Nunavut will once again have the highest minimum wage rate in
Canada.

The last increase to Nunavut’s minimum wage was on April 1, 2020, when it was
increased to $16.00 from $13.00 per hour.
