Rebekah's journey in the public service began as a nurse in her hometown, Arctic Bay.
She later transitioned into social work, recognizing the need to tackle broader societal
challenges affecting the well-being of Inuit. Her career path led her to Assistant Deputy
Minister, Deputy Minister, Member of the Legislative Assembly, Member of the National
Parole Board of Canada, and Deputy Commissioner of Nunavut.
