Iqaluit pertussis outbreak declared over

August 7, 2025
Igaluit, Nunavut 60 sec

The Department of Health is advising that the Igaluit outbreak of pertussis (whooping
cough) declared on June 20, 2025, has ended.

Since June 2025 to present, no hospitalizations or deaths were reported for any
confirmed cases. As per our privacy policy, the total number of confirmed cases was
less than five.

Residents should be aware of symptoms as early diagnosis and treatment are
important. Call your health centre if anyone in your household has any of the following
symptoms:

o A cough that lasts longer than a week.

o A cough followed by an unusual sound like “whoop”.
J Trouble breathing.

o Vomiting after coughing.

o Coughing that is worse at night.
o A high fever (39°C and above) that lasts more than three days.

You can prevent spreading whooping cough by getting vaccinated. Check and
keep your vaccines up to date.

You can help prevent the spread by:

J Washing hands frequently.
o Coughing into your sleeve or tissue.
o Not sharing food, drinks, utensils or toothbrushes.
