Starting December 1, 2025, Arctic Bay’s Inuujag School will resume its paused
toothbrushing program as part of the Health and Education departments’ broader oral
health strategy to strengthen programming in Nunavut school settings.

The project revamp offers Nunavummiut in kindergarten to Grade 7 the opportunity to
practice daily, supervised toothbrushing routines. The aims at improving oral health
habits while contributing to overall community wellness.

Exciting enhancements include student-led toothbrushing clubs to promote:

e self-care.

These fun youth-led activities are designed to foster the Inuit Societal value of
Aajiigatigiinnig.
