E. coli outbreak linked to Pillsbury Pizza Pops

The Department of Health is warning about a food recall issued by the Canadian Food
Inspection Agency (CFIA) due to an outbreak of E. coli infections linked to Pillsbury
brand Pizza Pops.

Consumers should not consume the recalled product described below.

People who are infected with E. coli bacteria can spread the
bacteria to other people several days to several weeks after they have become infected,
even if they don't have symptoms.

This recalled product should be thrown out or returned to the location where it was
purchased. Clean and sanitize all surfaces and storage areas that any recalled products
may have come in contact with, including countertops, containers, utensils, freezers,
and refrigerators.

There have been 20 reported illnesses associated with the consumption of these
products.
