Nunavut updates drug regulations to improve care

The Department of Health has introduced changes to make pharmacy services in 

Nunavut safer, easier to access, and more responsive to the needs of the public. 

Recent amendments to the drug schedules regulations aim to improve medication 

access, enhance safety and strengthen pharmacy services across Nunavut.  

Key updates include: 

• Pharmacists can now supervise pharmacies remotely when certain conditions 

are met. 

• Nurse practitioners can now fully prescribe medications. 

• Naloxone, a life-saving medication for opioid overdoses, is now more widely 

available across the territory. 

These updates are temporary measures while the Department of Health develops new 

regulations under the Pharmacy Professions Act, expected by late 2026. The new rules 

will cover professional standards, pharmacy technician registration, roles and 

responsibilities, supervision and how to address misconduct. 

These updates are important because they make it easier and faster for Nunavummiut 

to access safe, high-quality pharmacy care right in their communities. 

The Department of Health is committed to keeping clients at the centre of care and 

continues to improve health outcomes through stronger, safer and more accessible 

pharmacy services across the territory.
