September is Prostate Cancer Awareness Month, an opportunity to raise awareness 

about one of the most common cancers affecting Canadians. 

Prostate cancer often develops slowly and may not show symptoms in its early stages. 

When signs do appear, they can include: 

• Difficulty urinating or changes in urination. 

• Blood in urine or semen. 

• Pain in the back, hips, or pelvis. 

• Unexplained weight loss or fatigue. 

We encourage those with prostates, especially those over the age of 50 or with a family 

history of prostate cancer, to talk to their health care provider about their risk. Early 

detection saves lives. 

If you or someone you know is experiencing symptoms or has concerns, please see 

your health care provider as soon as possible. Health centres across Nunavut are here 

to support you. 

By increasing awareness and encouraging early conversations about prostate health, 

we can help ensure more Nunavummiut receive timely support and care. 

Together, we look after one another by encouraging open conversations and early 

detection to protect our families and future generations.
