Ice awareness and safety 

Start Date: February 17, 2026 
End Date: February 25, 2026 
Nunavut-wide 60 sec 

Travelling on land and ice is part of life in Nunavut, and local knowledge plays an 

important role in staying safe. Nunavut Emergency Management (NEM) reminds 

residents to use caution when travelling on ice. Ice conditions can change quickly and 

may be thinner than expected, particularly this year as ice has taken longer to form in 

some regions.  

Our Elders are our knowledge keepers and have deep experience travelling on the land 

and ice. Speaking with Elders and others familiar with local conditions is an important 

first step in planning safe travel. 

NEM also encourages Nunavummiut to: 

• Sign out a SPOT device at your local hamlet or wildlife office. 

• Check local ice conditions by using available ice information from SIKU and 

SmartICE. 

• Avoid the floe edge and areas of moving water unless conditions are well known. 

• Travel with others and let someone know your plans. 

If something goes wrong while travelling on the land, get to safety if you are able and 

seek help by using a SPOT device or contacting your local ground search and rescue 

team.
