Routine immunization reminder 

Start Date: February 18, 2026 
End Date: March 31, 2026 
Nunavut-wide 45 sec 

The Department of Health is reminding Nunavummiut about the importance of keeping 

up to date with immunizations. It is especially important that children receive routine 

immunizations on time to protect them from serious vaccine-preventable diseases such 

as measles, pertussis and RSV. 

Vaccines protect the most vulnerable members of our families and communities – our 

children, Elders and those with immune compromise or incomplete immunizations. By 

ensuring our vaccinations are up to date, we can do our part to keep Nunavut healthy 

and safe from vaccine-preventable disease outbreaks. 

To make sure your family’s vaccinations are up to date, contact your local health centre 

or public health unit. It is particularly important to make sure your vaccines are up to 

date before you travel. 

Be sure to check that health information read on the internet is from a trusted source. 

Health misinformation on the internet is often spread for profit, brand building, and to 

create confusion. Scientific evidence tells us that vaccines are safe and effective. Learn 

more about how vaccines work and how they can protect you, your family and your 

community by talking to a healthcare provider, community health representative, or by 

reading the information at the links below.
