The Senior Citizens and Disabled Persons Property Tax Relief Act (SCDPPTRA) 
enables seniors and people with disabilities to receive property tax relief equal to their 
annual tax levy if they own and live in their Nunavut (outside of Iqaluit) home for at least 
184 days each year. 

Senior citizens who reside in Nunavut (outside of Iqaluit) and who are 65 years of age 
or older on or before December 31st of the tax year for which they are applying may be 
eligible for relief. People with disabilities who reside in Nunavut outside of Iqaluit and 
receive a severe or long-term disability pension or allowance may also be eligible. 

The relief is not granted automatically. Eligible property owners are required to apply 
each year to receive the relief credit. While the program is retroactive, any outstanding 
property tax balances accumulated prior to an applicant’s 65th birthday or designation of 
disability, including interest charges, remain the responsibility of the property owner.
