Nominations can be submitted to Nunavut Emergency Management (NEM) at 

nem@gov.nu.ca by April 30, 2026. NEM can provide guidance and support to anyone 

interested in submitting a nomination package.

• A nominator form. 

• A nominee form. 

• Two written testimonials in support of the nomination.
