The Department of Health’s Cancer Screening Program is accepting applications for a
one-time $10,000 grant to support community-led projects that promote cancer
prevention through healthy living in Nunavut.

living.

Regular physical activity and healthy lifestyle choices can help lower the risk of several
types of cancer. Community-led initiatives are an important part of supporting
Nunavummiut in taking steps toward cancer prevention.

The deadline to apply is March 31, 2026, at 5 p.m. EST.
